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Wine Advertising in Spain and Portugal

The use of traditional images associated with wine producing and consumption, such as the landscape or meal times are common in wine advertising in the Iberian Peninsula. In this paper I propose to compare and contrast Spanish and Portuguese wine advertising to determine whether there are substantial social and cultural differences or whether on the other hand tradition persists as an underlying characteristic of wine advertising in both countries.

The PCE at the cross-roads, 1956-1964.

This paper offers an evaluation of the destalinisation process that took place in the Spanish Communist Party in the period 1956-1964. It has generally been considered that these years sparked off a liberalisation and independence process that culminated in the adoption of Euro-communism. However, a closer reading of the crisis of 1964 that lead to the expulsion of the party's two most prominent intellectuals, Fernando Claudín and Jorge Semprún, suggests a more complex and variegated history.

Lorca's Anorexics

In this paper I will apply a feminist philosophical critique to the split subject in Federico García Lorca's works and argue that it is 'woman' who is represented as the cause of the split.  Drawing on Susan Bordo's contemporary work on anorexia, I will read Lorca's texts as manifestations of discourses on the body which, according to Bordo, run deep in Greco-Christian traditions.  These discourses reify the body, representing it as alien, confinement, enemy and as that which threatens and exceeds control.  I shall conclude by recalling the prescriptions for the body often written out by western philosophers and obtaining from Lorca a further receipt.

The Aznar Government 1996-2000, a Foreign Policy Appraisal

The Aznar government came into office in 1996 on a policy platform of building upon the PSOE foreign policy of the 1980s and early 1990s (namely, further integration of Spain into the international community).  This paper looks at some key areas of policy (Latin America, the Mediterranean, NATO and Europe) and argues that in a number of cases foreign policy was subject to ideological influence that not only differed from the PSOE but undermined some longer term successes.  Issues such as support for US aircraft attacks in Iraq (1998) were a new phenomena as was a clear Spanish presence in the Kosovo campaign.  In particular, the early difficulties with Cuba are analysed along with the dilemmas thrown up by the so called `Helms-Burton law'.  A more pro-business line coupled with a greater cynicism towards European integration are examined and the discussion concludes with a brief examination of the Pinochet case and the effect pon relations with Latin America.

"For Christ  and  Catalonia": Catholicism  and Catalanism  under  the  Franco  regime

In  1936  the  Catalan  Church  underwent  a  ferocious  assault  that  included  the  execution of  over  2,000  priests  and  members  of  religious orders. Francoist  victory  in  1939  not only restored  the  Church, but  gave  it  unprecedented power  and  influence  over  Catalan  society. My  paper  will  examine the  Catholic-led revival  and  transformation  of  Catalan nationalism  during  the  dictatorship. This Catholicisation  accounts  for  the  cultural  and political  transformations  in  Catalanist  discourse in  the  period  1939-1975.

'The nation as a daily plebiscite: Renan, Ortega and Basque radicalism'

One of the dichotomies pervading the literature on nationalism is the classical opposition between Johann Gottfried Herder's (1744-1803) 'organicism' and Ernest Renan's (1823-1892) 'voluntarism'. Purportedly the former conceives the nation as a distinctive cultural-linguistic unity, whereas the latter visualizes it as an 'everyday plebiscite'. The contrast is between the nation as an objective pre-destined entity, and the nation as a subjective ongoing process.  José Ortega y Gasset (1883-1955) was a fervent admirer of Ernest Renan the activist, while professing an unconditional rejection of organicist interpretations. But the Janus-faced vocation of nationalism is perfectly able to turn every metaphor on its head. Thus voluntarist principles were transformed into organicist ones as soon as the nation-state was reconceived as 'one and indivisible'.  Until recently, the prevailing view in political philosophy identified Herderianism with 'Eastern' intolerance and authoritarianism, whereas Renanianism was often associated with 'Western' liberalness and broad-mindedness.   Yet in Spain the application of Herderian principles has induced the emergence of more tolerant and pluralist forms of political mobilization, while Renanian principles have been appropriated by doctrinaire extremism.  This paper will argue that the root of much radical Basque nationalism can be located in Renan's 'voluntarist' notion. In turn, Renan's weight in Euskadi  will be contrasted with the 'rival' Herderian influence in Catalonia.

The Development of a Virtual Field Trip on the Human Geography of Portugal and its Usefulness to Undergraduate Teaching.

Geography students studying in the School of Environmental Studies at the University of Ulster now have an Internet-based replication of their second year field trip.  Featuring a one week  course based in Lisbon, Portugal, students are guided through a virtual tour of the practical and logistical information, thematic issues, and academic issues that  underpin teaching in the 'field'.  Participants in this workshop will be given a demonstration of the web-site and comment will be made upon the evaluation process associated with this innovative new teaching tool.  As a result, we will assess the VFT's usefulness for the teaching of undergraduates and point out some of the problems and benefits that it brings.

"Social history and the building of an Azorean identity; the relationship between the emergence of an Azorean diaspora and literature as the expression for cultural and regional identity"

This paper looks at historical and social trends in the Azores, establishing the way in which the creation and emergence of the diaspora have created a regional identity that is voiced through its literature. It defines the historical events of the diaspora, tracing its origins and effects and demonstrating how these migratory patterns are reflected and used as a formulation of cultural and regional identity. Finally, a brief mention is made of pertinent North American diaspora and its presentation of social and geographical differences between itself and the Azores, and the contribution of its emerging literature to Azorean identity.

" . . . invaded by boatloads of Mitsubishis".  Cultural colonisation, linguistic identity and virtual spaces in Ibiza.

This paper will ask where Ibiza is positioned historically, culturally and linguistically.  This question will be answered through reference, firstly, to its cultural make-up in terms of its position viz a viz the other Balearic Islands, the 'paises catalanes', Spain and influx of summer tourists.  The effects of this diverse language contact upon linguistic consciousness and identity will then be assessed.  Finally, the labelling, packaging, and subsequent alterity, of the Ibizan space due to its colonisation by, (principally), British tourists and promoters will be discussed, with reference to how Ibiza can be conceptualized as a virtual and transient space.

Freedom of Expression and the Censor in 1960's Portugal: how Jorge de 

Sena and other writers used different techniques to speak out.

The paper will discuss how writers in Portugal during the 60's had to find various means of eluding censorship: e.g. humour, satire and word games in Sttau Monteiro; parallel structures and archaisms in Cardos Pires. It will concentrate especially on how Jorge de Sena himself put his head on the political block to defend an Afro-Portuguese marxist writer's work (Luandino Vieira) and eventually had to go into exile; how he used the cloak of Renaissance literary forms and language interwoven with modern discourse as well as experimental parallelistic structural forms to present a picture of a people divided socially and psychologically by the Salazar regime; how political and social repression had led to self-doubt and confusion in personal relationships and virtually a total lack of any form of self-expression.

Siguiéndole los pasos al  protomártir  y supuesto catalizador del primer nacionalismo del sureste asiático  y observando con algún detalle la actitud de las autoridades  metropolitanas frente al ilustradísimo  'indio'  en el último tercio del siglo XIX,  espero poder subrayar  que la experiencia colonial hispano-filipina en sus  últimos tiempos  fue la consabida  mezcla de feudalismo monástico-militar  y absolutismo monárquico;   y segundo,  que la metrópoli  nunca quiso  compartir  su  acervo material  y cultural  con los pueblos autóctonos.  Es decir,  que fue un régimen totalmente acaparador e intransigente, con el desgobierno y la mala administración típicos del despotismo no ilustrado;  un régimen dispuesto,  además,  a cortar los tenues lazos de la soberanía material y espiritual  en el primer momento en que la resistencia se hiciera difícil o costosa.   Un oficial francés, testigo de cargo  de aquel abandonismo y negatividad,  comentó en aquella ocasión  que los peninsulares   preferían   entregar el archipiélago  a los Estados Unidos antes que ceder  a la minoría ilustrada unas pobres migajas de representación y autononomía.

"From rage to silence: CNT and the Moroccan campaigns (1909-1921)"

This paper focuses on the reaction of the CNT in Barcelona after the disaster of Annual (Spanish Protectorate in Morocco, 1921). It is based on the records of the Ministerio del Interior and some Catalan newspapers. My aim is to stress the differences between the CNT reaction in 1909, that led to the Tragic Week, and its reluctance to become involved in 1921, which allowed the Spanish Government to carry out further military operations  with the support of public opinion.

Spanish film within the HE curriculum in the UK and Ireland: a survey of teaching practices

The presentation will analyse the results of a questionnaire sent to all HE education institutions in the UK and Ireland exploring how, why and what Spanish films are taught. The purpose of the questionnaire was to explore to what extent the increasing research on Spanish film and cultural studies and increasing media exposure of Spanish films and film directors is having an impact on curricula and shaping programmes of study. The three main areas explored through the questionnaire were (1) the (possible) emergence of a canon of film and film directors (2) methodological issues: how is film taught (3) staff and student views about the experience of teaching/learning film.

O papel da Igreja na sociedade brasileira: elementos para análise do fenômeno religioso no Brasil.

Nossa proposta de comunicaçao visa analisar o significado da permanência da influência política e social da Igreja Católica em diferentes momentos da história da sociedade brasileira, enfatizando o papel assumido por esta instituiçao no final do século XX. Os estudiosos da Igreja na América Latina sao praticamente unânimes em afirmar que a instituiçao sempre desempenhou uma funçao política e social importante devido ao forte elemento relgioso inerente à conquista da regiao, à natureza das relaçoes entre e a Igreja e o Estado na Europa no período e à tendência do papado a delegar uma substancial parcela de controle aos monarcas católicos da Península Ibérica. No Brasil, o resultado de três séculos de "patronato" foi a frequente conexao das estruturas eclesiásticas e estatais e uma tendência geral a utilizar a religiao para legitimar a ordem estabelecida, um forte traço de nossa herança luso-criata. Foram poucos os momentos da história brasileira em que esse padrao rompeu-se. O final do século XX, mesmo criando desafios, parece propício ao catolicismo, que está numa fase oposta ao marasmo de anos atrás, entretanto sao poucas as análises que buscam explicar nao apenas a permanência, mas também o significado que o fenômeno religioso possui até hoje em nossa sociedade. Nosso estudo objetiva resgatar esse traço particular da cultura política brasileira.

'Jobs for the boys (and girls)? Cultural resistance to the Protestant work ethic in contemporary Spain'

The substance of the paper is an examination of the cultural practices and attitudes which influence the labour market and employment in Spain. There has been considerable analysis of the technical reasons for sustained high unemployment in Spain - investment, productivity, training etc. However, less attention has been given to the difficulty of introducing modern industrial and organisational philosophies and habits into such a traditional society. Franco enshrined a number of cultural patterns (related to family, religion, community) which have had a lingering effect on the employment culture. 

The paper examines the evidence in statutes, collective agreements, surveys, and social practices which partly illuminate why the Spanish labour market since Franco has stubbornly refused to conform completely to the work ethic template of other industrial cultures, and has extensively preserved pre-modern customs and attitudes.

Re-defining the project: changing conceptions of “Spain” in the ideology of the PSOE since 1978

This paper traces the development of the idea of "Spain" in the public statements and internal debates of the PSOE since democratisation, from a position of discomfort in the late seventies to an Spanish nationalist stance in the late eighties and nineties. In particular, the party increasingly has become concerned with the creation of an "España vertebrada". The paper places the shift within the context of the evolution of party ideology. In the period since 1978, major changes have occurred in the PSOE's answers to the three key questions of project, agency and identity. In common with changes in other West European socialist parties, from being an agent for socialist transformation, "Spain" has become part of the PSOE's project.

Region, Product, Image: The Case of the Valencian Community.

Much has been made of the need to ensure convergence amongst European regions, eliminating economic inequalities. However, on examination of the behaviour of regional governments and other regional organisations in Spain, we find evidence of a pride in one's region which translates itself into a need to receive equal treatment and be seen to be as active as other regions in all aspects of their development.

This can, in part, explain the fact that institutions that support such activities as innovation, enterprise and trade have appeared in so many regions with a fervently regional focus.  Within this context, it is not surprising that each region should seek to promote its strengths and identify distinguishing features both within Spain and, more particularly, in the international context.

This paper will look at the use made of regional identity in the promotion of both place and products, focusing particularly on the efforts made by a variety of companies and institutions in the Valencian Community.

"Star-gazing at Carmelo Gómez" 

The construction/emergence of a new kind of male star in recent Spanish cinema is altering the ways in which we can focus on the inter-relationships of national, sexual, and gender identities. I take Carmelo Gómez as one example of this. He incarnates for his audiences a solid yet sensitive virility. His intellectual and philosophically inflected performance style constructs intense effects: closeness to land and region;  plain, magnetic manliness; a psyche and identity troubled by doubts and desires. Secretos del corazón (1996), Tu nombre envenena mis sueños (1995) and Extraños (1998) will be analysed, using existing critical approaches to Gómez’s famed roles in Medem’s films and in Días contados to help construct a theoretical framework.

Mexico and the Spanish Civil War

Spanish-Mexican diplomatic relations between the establishment of the Second Spanish Republic in 1931 and the beginning of the Civil War in 1936 are relevant to understand Mexico’s behaviour throughout the Spanish Civil War, regardless the position assumed by the Western Powers, and particularly by the United States on the issue. The coincidences both in the economic and social development of Spain and Mexico as well as the ideological affinities between those two countries in the early 1930’s is an essential part of the explanation of the Mexican political involvement in the Spanish conflict.

Entrepreneurial Activity in Spain: Opportunities, Hazards and the Impact of the Prevailing Business Culture

This paper reviews the significance of entrepreneurial activity in the context of employment in Spain. After exploring the range, accessibility and use made of support mechanisms available to men and women entrepreneurs working in various sectors of the Spanish economy, it examines the attractions of the franchise. The opportunities and hazards of entrepreneurship are outlined, along with the factors highlighted by informants in case studies as being instrumental to the success or failure of specific enterprises. In an attempt to define the impact of the prevailing culture on the entrepreneurial experience, questions are asked as to what Spain and Europe can learn from the longer established North American tradition of entrepreneurship.

Spanish foreign direct investment: forging an Iberian- South-Atlantic axis and redefining the Spanish cultural realm.

Spanish outward foreign direct investment grew substantially during the 1990s to exceed the volume of inward investment. This marked the transformation of some Spanish businesses from essentially national players to major multinationals and more broadly the 'globalisation' of the Spanish economy. The paper will examine the process of outward foreign direct investment from Spain, explore some of the logic behind the pattern and some of the implications for the economy in Spain.

Harmony as Social Communication: A Pragmatic and Critical Approach to Portuguese Advertisements

Critical discourse analysis is used to investigate Portuguese advertisements which are ideologically significant for building and maintaining frames of harmony from the aspects regarding friends' rapport, family ties, gender roles and group interests through such tropes as metaphors, puns, irony and hedges. These stylistic patterns and figurative speech not merely arouse the attention of the audience, weakly implicate more feelings, attitudes and impressions than in strong communication, but invite the audience to recognize these prominent values, searching for their optimal relevance based on their larger share of responsibility. Social continuity and change resulted from competing values and cultural impacts have been explored as well.

A Iinfluência Portuguesa Naeducação Profissionalizante no Brasil Contemporâneo

A preocupação com o ensino profissionalizante no Brasil remonta período colonial, com a chegada dos primeiros jesuítas que trabalharam, não só na conversão dos silvícolas, como na preparação desses como mão-de-obra para a empresa colonial portuguesa. Ao longo do período colonial brasileiro, um dos principais centros de educação profissionalizante foi a Fazenda Jesuíta de Santa Cruz, na então Província do Rio de Janeiro, e, esse espaço permanece, até hoje, como um dos centros de educação técnica e profissionalizante do atual Estado do Rio de Janeiro. O objetivo desse trabalho é descrever o panorama histórico da antiga Fazenda Jesuíta de Santa Cruz como centro difusor da educação profissional, e como essa tradição – as permanências - se relaciona com a herança deixada pelos educadores jesuítas. Este trabalho faz parte de um amplo projeto de recuperação da história do ensino técnico e profissionalizante no Estado do Rio de Janeiro, que vem sendo desenvolvido institucionalmente pela FAETEC.

Gender and the language of the Spanish Administration:

Recommendations for non-sexist usage

Over the last decade the Spanish Administration has taken steps to modernise its institutional image and one of the elements of this modernisation process has been the promotion of non-sexist language in official documents and correspondence. This paper will look at some of the specific recommendations made from different sectors of the Spanish Administration to eliminate sexism from the language of official communication, and will try to assess the impact of implementing such measures.

Spanish feminism warring with the mother/land

The overall aim of this paper is twofold. The first section looks at turn of the century Spanish feminist positions regarding the theme of militarism and pacifism.  Through the examination of some writings by early feminists, de Burgos and Acuña, the analysis will centre on the extent to which these authors may be articulating an essentialist feminist theoretical position. I will also assess the extent to which their views on militarism/pacifism connect with Spanish feminist thought which was in turn highly influenced by liberal humanism at the beginning of the 20th century.
The second section of the paper will bring some of these arguments in line with more contemporary Spanish feminist theorising.  I will review some essentialist and/or ‘difference feminism’ arguments and assess the extent to which contemporary Spanish feminists may share essentialist views of the maternal thinking (or Moral Mother) argument, which has been developed in Western feminist thinking.
